I can go on for days!  Now letôs think about this:  If anybody could make $100,000 

per year with 2 hours worth of work, donôt you think that we would all be 

millionaires?   

 

LESSON #1:  Donôt Believe Ad-Copy! 
 

This is not to say that the programs are not good, it is just that these programs are 

trying to convince you to buy their product.  Youôll see testimonials of people 

showing their $5000 checks and sitting on a lounge chair in Bermuda.  And to 

some degree, this may be true!  I have given testimonials before and I do have 

checks that have thousands of dollars written on them, but understand that I did 

not make this money overnight nor did I do it with just 2 hours per week of work.  

From this point on, understand a few things: 

 

 Nearly no one makes money at first (a few exemptions, but usually that is 

luck) 

 Just because you buy into a program for $50 does not guarantee you wealth. 

 You will need to work and spend time learning, testing and building your 

venture. 

 You will need to spend some money and expect some initial financial 

losses in these ventures (not muchémaybe a few hundred dollars, but that is 

fairly tiny!) 

 You will have days of excitement and joy and days of frustration, anger and 

desperation.  Unfortunately, you will probably experience the latter much more 

at the beginning, but this WILL reverse as time goes on. 
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 Perseverance and determination is crucial!  I spent hundreds of dollars over 

a few months before I even made a single cent.  Now I make THOUSANDS 

with much less effort. 

 Organization, a plan and, of course, GOALS!

Paid surveys are an extremely hot item currently on the web right now and are 

currently one of the highest promoted programs for ñmake money onlineò, ñwork 

at homeò and ñhome based opportunityò searches.  The reason for their success is 

simple:  They are Easy!  Everyone understands the concept:  Someone (a 
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company) will send you an electronic survey in your email.  You will have x-

number of days to complete the survey and in return, you will receive some kind 

of compensation.  Pretty straightforward stuff!  And to be honest, this is really 

what it is all about.  There is no scam involved here.  But there are a few inherent 

things to point out: 

 

1) How many surveys can you actually get?   

2) What kind of compensation will I get? 

3) By signing up for paid survey companies, will you be exposing yourself to 

SPAM? 

 

These can all be problematic!  In my opinion, Paid Surveys can take a lot of time 

and time is money! (I will say this about a dozen times before I finish this eBook!)  

Is it worth 30 minutes of your time to get paid $5?  That is something you need to 

decide yourself.  Most feedback that I hear from people is that they sign up for 

these programs, get a whole lot of SPAM and then get no paid surveys.  In order 

for this to work: 

 

 You do need to sign up for a LOT of paid survey programs.  

 You create a NEW email address (like a hotmail or gmail account) 

specifically for Paid Survey stuff.  Else, your ñgoodò email address will be 

spammed until the end of time. 

 Unless you want to get into focus groups (which can bring in a lot more 

money, but requires a bit more of a time and place commitment), be wary of 

whom you provide your phone number details to.  Being cold-called is almost 

worse than Spam! 
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At the end of the day, though, paid surveys is a brainless job and if you sign up on 

a few hundred sites (which is achievable when using an form auto-filler, like 

RoboForm, which is provided with most Paid Survey programs), you can get 5-10 

surveys per week which can make you about $500 per month.  I would not expect 

much more than that.  Other ventures like getting paid to read emails is a bit of a 

joke!  You will be reading all day and night before you actually start making 

money.  Mystery shopping is not bad, but do not expect to get paid much for it.  It 

is a free nice meal and in exchange, requires a bit of a write-up on how your 

experience went.  Again, donôt expect to be going out every night, but once or 

twice per month is a possibility. 

 

So where can you find paid survey and mystery shopping sites?  You can do a lot 

of searching online and maybe find yourself a few dozen mediocre sites.  A 

respectable free paid survey list can be found at Wahmservice. 

 

Right now, I would also recommend Survey Scout.  What I like about them is: 

 They have one of the largest databases available 

 They keep their database up-to-date 

 Each entry provides some insight as to the type of survey as well as its 

payment type (VERY IMPORTANT!...a lot of paid survey sites want to offer 

you gifts or ñpointsò, which, if that is what you are looking for, great!) 

 Excellent customer support 

 

If all other money making programs just seem too tough, I would give paid 

surveys a try.  Personally, I do not feel that paid surveys are a great way of making 

money online, but for some, a couple of hundred bucks per month doing mindless 

busy work seems to be just right.

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Affiliate Marketing 
 

Most of the major-named money making programs online revolve around affiliate 

marketing in some way or form.  For those of you who do not understand what 

affiliate marketing is, let me briefly explainé 

 

Affiliate marketing is nothing more than online referral.  If you place a link, say to 

Amazon.com somewhere in the world wide web and someone clicks on your link 

to go to Amazon.com and ultimately buys something, Amazon will give you a 

percentage of the sale (in this example, Amazon usually gives someone between 

3%-5%).  This works well for both parties.  Amazon wins a customer and you 

receive referral commission in exchange.   

 

But how does Amazon know that you made the referral?  Simple!  They design a 

special web address (link), which has your affiliate details embedded in the URL.  

For example, if I were to send a customer to Target.com using my link, they would 

be going to the following address:

This will take you to the same place as  

 

http://www.target.com 

 

Yes, the first one is much uglier, but anchor text and html tricks can shorten or 

hide this so it wonôt look so awful.  In addition to this purchase, most affiliate 

links will also create a ñcookieò (a little file stored on the visitorôs hard-drive) that 

will include your link information for a pre-defined amount of time.  In this

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example, I believe Target.com has a short 3 day cookie.  That means that the 

person you referred may not make a purchase on that first visit, but if they return 

to Target.com 2 or 3 days later, you will still get credit for the purchase.  Some 

affiliate programs have no cookies.  Most are about a month.  And some last for a 

year or even longer! 

 

So, all you have to do is get people to click your links that ultimately result in a 

purchase on the landing page website.  Simple, huh? 

 

Many programs make it sound as simple as filling out a few Google Adwords 

advertisements.  It is really not that simple, but making money this way is still 

very achievable!  This is how I make a majority of my money.  So what makes 

affiliate marketing so great?  Simple!  You have no products, little customer 

interaction and requires minimal attention once you get things going.  This is why 

I originally got into this business and why I continue to do these ventures today.  

Plus, no product means no initial overhead product costs.  Any money that is 

usually spent on affiliate marketing comes from PPCs (Pay-Per-Clicks, like 

Google Adwords or Yahoo Overture).  At the beginning, that will run you between 

$5-$10 per day.  As sales increase, bidding increases and so do these costs (and 

your earnings!). 

 

What are the drawbacks?  Well, one (which may actually be a benefit) is lack of 

control over HOW the product you are promoting is being sold.  As an affiliate 

marketer, you are relying on the product to make the final sale, which is out of 

your control.  This can be good, though.  Many people (like myself) do not have a 

degree in marketing nor the time to learn it.  Most products you promote probably 

have more qualified people than you or I to actually sell the final product.  Keep 
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that in your mind when choosing products:  Professional looking websites are 

important.  Products that are popular and have a lot of sales are excellent choices, 

too.  As your affiliate marketing website continues to grow, so do you as a 

marketer.  You will try to find ways to track your business and how people are 

buying.  Again, with affiliate marketing, once you send someone to a website that 

you are promoting, you lose all trackability of that visitor.   

 

Finally, the one question that comes up rather often is:  ñIsnôt affiliate marketing 

too competitive?ò  The answer is both yes and no.  Yes, affiliate marketing is 

competitive, no doubt about that.  Is it TOO competitive?  First of all, I am here 

and I make money in some of the most competitive markets on the internet (and 

Iôve been doing this for only about a year).  Secondly, the world wide web is a 

VERY BIG PLACE!  You really only need to be able to reach an extremely small 

fraction of the internet public to be VERY successful.  Finally, being successful is 

about being better than everyone else.   If you are persistent, provide good content, 

look moderately professional and work on building traffic to your website, any 

market can be tapped, no matter how competitive it is.   

 

Where to begin?  I always recommend that anyone who wants to do affiliate 

marketing should get them-self a good eBook or program on how to learn the 

fundamentals.  Of course, I have to first recommend NetWebVideo (since I 

manage and produce the program).  Yes, I am biased (I better be!), but after 

reading dozens of programs and through numerous campaigns of trial and error,  I 

have created a program made up of step-by-step (video and downloadable) 

instructions of how I do it.    Plus, over the past year I have recorded all of the 

questions presented by my visitors to TheWebReviewer and addressed them in 

http://www.netwebvideo.com/
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this product (such as a documented plan of attack for both affiliate marketing and 

eCommerce). 

 

But my product is not the only one out there.  I really like The Wealthy Affiliate 

because it not only includes a lot of good instruction, but also a lot of good 

resources and community support.  I started with the Life Empowered System and 

I still recommend it quite a bit. John Westbrook (the author) is currently 

revamping the program to be bigger and better than ever.  Other eBooks such as 

Rosalind Gardnerôs Super Affiliate Handbook and Felix Kelleyôs Rich Jerk do 

offer a fair bit of good and unique content, too.  

 

Once you have learned the fundamentals and general understanding of HOW to do 

affiliate marketing, your job is to experiment, continue to read, learn and ask 

questions (like in forums such as Sitepoint and WhyDoWork) and stay focused 

and driven at the task at hand.  Affiliate marketing is initially not easy money, but 

a little bit of patience and persistence will result in a solid money making machine 

in no time at all.

The concept of data entry can be interpreted in a number of ways.  When you do a 

search for ñData entryò, what you will usually find is not necessarily jobs that 

ñenter dataò.  Letôs step back a few years and go over the history of these 

programsé 

 

As Google grew, it went through many ñlessons learnedò.  One of their biggest 

lessons revolved around their Pay-Per-Click ads.  These are the ñSponsored Adsò 

that appear at either the top of the Google search results page or along the right 

hand column.  Before Google wised up, anybody and everybody could compete 

freely for space in these ads.  In fact, the same URL could appear more than once 

on a single search.  The way Adwords (and PPCôs in general) work is that you bid 

on a searched keyword (say ñacne removalò).  Those that have high bids and 

successful click rates get top position.  So, for the term, ñacne removalò, virtually 

anyone could put a direct (affiliate) link to www.ProActiv.com and Google would 

let it happen.  Out of ten sponsored links, 8 of them may be for ProActiv.  Google 

does not allow this to happen anymore.  Secondly, over the years, more people are 

getting into the game, which means there are fewer opportunities to be the one and 

only holder of that particular URL. 

 

So that is what Data Entry is all about:  Creating an ad in Adwords (or other PPC) 

and directly sending the visitor to the sellerôs page using your affiliate marketing 

link.  This is called Direct Affiliate Marketing.  There is no intermediate landing 
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page.  Hence, all you are doing is creating an ad (or ñentering dataò).  This DID 

actually work and this DID make people a lot of money.  This will probably NOT 

work for most newbies anymore.  Competition for those single, direct URLs is too 

great and is either sponsored by the vendor themselves or someone that has a 

much higher budget to spend than you do.   

 

Data Entry programs are wising up a bit, though.  Some of the programs now offer 

free review websites and provide excellent tips on attracting traffic to a REAL 

landing page.  Still, the business practices of Data Entry programs are a bit dodgy.  

They are still marketing themselves as ñData Entryò, primarily because it makes 

their program sound very simple.  In reality, they are just affiliate marketing 

programs with a misleading name.  Just recently, Google is starting to take more 

action against programs like these by disallowing any promotion of these 

programs on their PPC program.  Clickbank, a major eBook distributor, has also 

pulled all of these kinds of programs from selection.   

 

If you want to read more about the Google Cash methods of 2007, visit the 

Affiliate Project X and Day Job Killer programs.  These techniques are a bit 

advanced and require a little bit of financial risk, but well worth a read.  Any 

program that has the work ñData Entryò or ñType at Homeò in it really should just 

be avoided, though.

Personally, this is where I think the future of making money online resides.  This 

is where my focus is turning and at the end of the day, it may actually be EASIER 

than most of the other methods of making money online.  At first glance, the word 

ñeCommerceò or ñOnline Storeò sounds very intimidating.  The following 

questions pop up: 

 

 How am I going to design a website? 

 Where am I going to find products? 

 What products am I going to sell? 

 Where I am going to hold inventory? 

 Where will I get the money to buy inventory? 

 

These were many of the questions that went through my mind when I first started 

researching ways to make money online.  So, like most people, I ignored 

eCommerce all together.  Now that I am more knowledgeable about making 

money online, these questions seem trivial now.  Letôs go over them: 

 

How am I going to design a website? 

 

YOU ARENôT!  And if you do, you are either in the business of website design or 

you are wasting your time!  For a thousand dollars or so, you can have a very 

professional looking, easy to manage eCommerce website designed and built in no 
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time.  A thousand dollars?!  Does that seem like a lot?  Not really!  Actually, it is 

rather cheap.  First of all, time is money: both your time and the time that your new 

website is not online and not making money.  Secondly, in the whole scheme of 

things, $1000 is just a drop in the bucket.  I regularly spend this on a small 

Adwords campaign. 

 

Where am I going to find products and what products am I going to sell?   

 

Product research is an important aspect to not only eCommerce, but to most online 

money making programs, as well.  Personal interest, competition and popularity 

are always important factors.  Believe it or not, choosing the product is more 

difficult than sourcing the product.  Perhaps the biggest and most popular sourcing 

directory available at this time is WorldWideBrands.  Recently, they have also 

incorporated an outstanding product marketing and research tool into their new 

directory product, OneSource.  Plus, all of the suppliers found in this directory are 

highly researched and verified. In fact, WorldWideBrands will actually back-up, 

support (and even remove) suppliers that are not conducting proper business 

practices (with a money back guarantee!).  This is whom I use for sourcing and 

researching products. 

 

Where will I get the money to buy inventory and where will I store this inventory? 

 

How big is your garage?  Just kidding!  That was the first thing I thought about 

when looking into eCommerce stores.  Fortunately, there is an easier way of 

sourcing products that does not require you to put up cash up front or even hold 

inventory:  Dropshipping.  For anyone starting out in the Web Store business, this 

is really the way to go!  Dropshipping is where you can order directly from the

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wholesaler at the time of the sale and the wholesaler will ship directly to your 

customer.  So basically:  No inventory!  No up-front costs!  No shipping!  Of 

course, the wholesaler does take a little bit off the top (a few dollars), but it will 

not take a large portion of your profits.  And again, time is money!  Avoiding the 

shipping process is easily worth the price of a dropship cost.  Holding inventory 

and pre-ordering bulk shipments is a great, and even more profitable way of 

running an eStore, but really only makes sense once your current eStore is well 

established and making a good income. 

 

Beware the middleman! 

 

Some companies claim to be dropshippers, when in fact they are not.  They are 

called ñmiddlemenò.  What these companies do is buy bulk wholesale products, 

store it themselves, jack up the price a little bit and then charge you the 

dropshipping fees, too.  This can take a good bite of your profits and is totally 

unnecessary in most cases.  Companies like WorldWideBrands specifically avoid 

companies like this and only provide you with ñtrueò dropshipping connections.

What about Doba? 

 

Doba gets a pretty bad rap in the dropshipping world.   The major complaint about 

Doba is that their products are overpriced.  Are they a middleman?  Kind of.  They 

do work directly with true wholesalers but their price may seem slightly inflated 

because of their service.  The service they offer is that they consolidate all of their 

suppliers into a single database which streamlines the back-end dropshipping

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processing considerably.  The tool is OUTSTANDING.  The prices are 

questionable.  They do offer a 7-Day free trial.  I always recommend that anyone 

getting into the eCommerce business to join for 7-days and assess whether or not 

their ñnicheò can be profitable in this program.  Visit Doba to learn more about the 

program.  

 

So how do you make this happen? 

 

Well, you can take care of these tasks separately.  Freelance web designers can be 

found on eLance: a good place to outsource your website design or other online 

tasks.  There is still a bit of risk concerning poor web designers or missed 

deadlines and the prices of a really good designer may run a few thousand dollars.  

Like everything, quality sometimes comes with cost.  Another solution, which I 

recently discovered and which is much more affordable, is USellCorp.  The 

company will do almost everything for you:  design the website either to a 

template (cheaper) or custom design (just a little bit more money, but 

recommended!), source the dropshipping products for you, integrate them into 

your site, set up your shopping cart and even help promote your site (we will talk 

about this more later).  This is a fantastic all-in-one solution to getting your 

eCommerce website built professionally at an extremely affordable price. 

 

Another option to consider would be Ken Evoyôs SiteBuildIt! website building 

program.  This costs less than most website outsourcing options but is limited in 

what you can do with it.  Building a full eCommerce store may be difficult, but for 

low numbers or products or even an affiliate marketing website, SiteSell may be a 

perfect and affordable choice.

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And what about Yahoo Stores? 

 

Also, there are eStore programs that are designed specifically for the web design 

layman, such as Yahoo Stores.  For those who do not have those initial thousands 

to have someone build them a custom website, Yahoo Stores provides a simple 

and effective interface for the beginner to build their eCommerce website without 

the worries of technical issues such as shopping carts, security and more. (Check 

out the Yahoo Stores Merchants Solutions page here!) If this sounds more up your 

alley, there is a great tutorial program (Yahoo-Store-Profits) designed to teach you 

how to create a Yahoo Store, how to source dropshipping products (using 

WorldWideBrands) and how to promote the store effectively.  Yahoo-Store-Profits 

is an excellent alternative for the eCommerce entrepreneur who wants to do it 

more themselves without having to earn a degree in computer engineering. 

 

And selling on eBay? 

 

Personally, I have not done much selling on eBay, but the concept works very 

much the same except that when you become an eBay powerseller, you can by-

pass the website design.  That is the good news!  Plus, being a part of the eBay 

system provides you with built-in traffic and promotion!  That is also good news.  

Built in shopping cart!  More good news.  The downsides of eBay powerselling 

include: 

 Lack of flexibility and control over your landing page 

 More time commitment (posting, packaging and shipping) 

 Less profits (due to eBay commissions, competition, and no-bid items) 

 Less potential traffic (you must rely on mostly what eBay gives you)  

 Less potential growth and profits

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You can make a very profitable living selling on eBay, but it does require attention 

and time.  This is more of a day-by-day venture, rather than a long-term 

investment.  Most eBay instructional programs are pretty hard sells and not worth 

much of anything.  The one and only program that I think is incredibly good is 

Sydney Johnstonôs Auction Genius Course.  For those who want to make it big on 

eBay, this program is a MUST! 

 

I Have My Website Ready, Now What? 
 

At the end of the day, it really does not matter which online marketing venture you 

choose, you will still have the task of getting traffic to your website.   Once you 

reach the point of having a website built (whether it is an eCommerce store, 

Yahoo Store, affiliate marketing website or even free blog), the game is still the 

same.  Traffic = Sales and Profit!  So, no matter what venture you choose, building 

the landing page is the first step to success.  Blogs, simple landing pages and 

Yahoo Stores are a bit hands on, but very inexpensive.  eCommerce stores are very 

easy and quick, but requires a little bit of money up front.   But whatever you 

choose, once you get your website up and ready, the next (and really final) task of 

bringing traffic to it is up to you!

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GETTING TRAFFIC 
 

In this section, I want to provide you with an idea of some of the ways that you 

can attract people to your website.  Most methods either require time and/or 

money.  One of the biggest secrets to successfully building traffic is to be smart 

about it.  There are so many ways to build traffic but to do them all on your own 

would take a lifetime.   

 

How do people keep up with todayôs traffic building methods?   

 

 Outsourcing ï Bit more advanced and costly.  Recommended for the more 

established websites. 

 

 Tools ï This is what I want to focus on a little bit in each section.  Every 

method that is described below can be done in a manual way.  But to do 

everything manually is VERY SLOW, time consuming and honestly, never 

a finished job.  As you start to learn the different ways of bringing people to 

your website, also start thinking of ways to streamline the process.  Again, 

TIME IS MONEY!  A $50 tool can literally save you hundreds of hours of 

work.  Do you want to be earning $0.50/hour?  I doubt it!  Of course, 

knowing the RIGHT tools is also critical for success, too. (I have spent 

$100s, maybe even over a THOUSAND dollars on tools that virtually do 

nothing!)   As I go over some ways to attract people to your site, I will also 

try to provide you tips on the best tools available to make these jobs simpler 

and more efficient. 
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Pay Per Click 
 

Probably the most effective and quickest ways to get quality traffic to your 

website is through the use of Pay Per Click services.  Let me explain really 

quickly!  Pay Per Click services are advertisements that you see all over the web.  

The most apparent place that you see them is on search engine results.  On a 

Google page, these ads appear as ñSponsered Adsò either on the right hand side of 

the page or sometimes, they appear highlighted above the standard search results.  

What we do is bid money on specific keywords (words that people will type into a 

search engine).  In a lot of cases, the higher the bid, the higher the position your 

ads will appear.  Now understand, though, that you will only be charged when 

someone actually clicks on your ad.  So, letôs say you bid some crazy number like 

$10 per click.  You will probably get the top position on that keywordôs result 

page.  However, if no one ever clicks on the link, you never pay a dime.  Of 

course, this would not make any sense!  You want people to click your ad.  

(Hence, the name ñPay-Per-Clickò.) 

 

Google Adwords (this is Googleôs version of a PPC) is little bit different and more 

difficult.  Position does NOT go to the highest bidder.  Yes, the price of the bid is 

very relevant, but the position is also based on the Click Through Rate (CTR) of 

your ad, the relevancy of your ad versus the landing page and how well your ad is 

written.   

 

Huh?  Yes, this seems very confusing, and unfortunately, it is even more of a 

headache than this.  Google also imposes minimum bids on keywords with respect 

to your page and content.  Plus, the editorial rules are becoming tighter by the day.  

Still, Google IS the largest search engine in the world and DOES provide some of 

the highest quality clicks you can buy.  Plus, this method of measuring both bid 
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price and quality does have its advantages, especially for the smaller players.  For 

example, if I was going to sell golf clubs and I bid on the keywords ñgolf clubsò, 

to get a high position on most PPCôs would cost me a lot of money (more than my 

small budget will allow).  Players like Callaway probably can afford $5 per click.  

I can afford about $0.20.  This may result in never being seen.  Google, on the 

other hand, allows the small player (over time) to get into top positions by only 

paying a few dimes per click.  It comes down to quality of your website and how 

well you write an ad (is it convincing enough for people to click it?). 

 

Most programs you buy into go over the fundamentals of Google Adwords and 

other PPC programs.  Still, this may not be enough.  I struggled for months on this.  

I was finally recommended The Definitive Guide to Google AdWords by Perry 

Marshall and this helped A LOT!  A must read for anyone that is struggling with 

Adwords.   

 

But what about the other Pay Per Click companies?  Personally, I only use three: 

 

Google Adwords 

Yahoo Overture 

MSN Adcenter 

 

Beyond this, there are many others out there (that offer bids at a much lower 

price).  Still, I have tried these in the past and I was not very successful in getting 

quality clicks.   Sure, I may only pay $0.05 per click and get 100 more clicks per 

day, but if only 5 of those clicks bring me a quality visitor, I am now paying $1 

per click.  Between Google, Yahoo, and MSN, you can have an enormous reach 

without sacrificing the quality of your visitors.

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Paid Traffic 
 

My experience with paid traffic has not been very good.  The ads look good:  

ñ50,000 visitors for $100!ò and ñTargeted Trafficò.  Wow!  That is exactly what I 

am looking for!  Only 0.2 cents per click!  Turn off the PPCs! 

 

I wish.  Before paying for any traffic, find out how they are getting it.  The new 

craze in paid traffic right now is Pop-Under ads.  Basically, a traffic company 

installs some spyware on a userôs computer and monitors what they are browsing.  

If what they are browsing is relevant to your topic, it will discretely open a 

window behind the one they are looking at. Therefore, the traffic is ñtargetedò and 

you can guess that ñ50,000 visitorsò is very achievable that way.   But what is the 

quality of these visitors?  Virtually nothing.  I did one of these paid traffic 

programs before and out of the 8,000 visitors I had (before canceling), only 4 of 

them stayed on my website for longer than 5 seconds.  And out of the four that 

stayed, I received two nasty emails accusing ME of putting spyware on their 

computer.  There may be other, better methods of paid traffic out there, but just 

beware! 

 

Paid Advertising 
 

This is different than paid traffic.  In this case, you are not forcing people to your 

website.  Classified ads are an excellent example of paid advertising (and for some 

classified ads, are free!).  Of course, placing your ads in the right places is 

important to get visitors. Relevancy to your product is critical.  And this goes for 

paying for links and banner ads, too.  Even placing ads in newspapers, readers and 
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mail flyers is not a bad idea.  These may not necessarily be cheap, but for the right 

products in the right venues, this could be very profitable. 

 

Press releases are another good way of not only bring in a lot of immediate traffic, 

but also can help create backlinks to improve your search engine optimization 

(discussed later on). A company like PRWeb offers Press Releases at an 

affordable price (about $100 in most cases) 

 

Free-For-All Traffic 
 

What a load of garbage this is!  Have you ever gotten one of those emails that said 

you can get rich if you send Joe Blow and his five friends $1 and then create an 

email doing the same thing except you replace Joe Blow with your name?  This is 

what we call in the real world a ñpyramid schemeò.  Free-For-All websites are 

pretty much the same.  Except in this case you are not trading money, you are 

trading traffic.  For example, you will be ñgivenò (how generous of them!) a 

website that has your site and 5 others on it.  If your visitor clicks on all 6 links, 

they will be given their own website, which will have your link on it as well.  So, 

at the end of the day: 

 

1) The people who are now visiting your site really have no interest in being 

there. 

2) You are spending time now promoting a site that promotes garbage 

 

What does the Free-For-All company get out of this?  Simple:  YOUR EMAIL!  

You have effectively opt-ed into their mailing list (one that is now probably going 

to be spam or sold to spammers).

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There are other websites similar to these where you can earn ñTraffic Creditsò to 

appear in their directories.  These are a little less malicious but at the end of the 

day, the only people that are visiting your website are those who are trying to earn 

traffic credits themselves.  Again, this is a poor use of time.  Unfortunately, there 

is not very much that is both fast and free when it comes to traffic on the internet. 

 

Advanced Traffic Technique ï Viral Marketing 
 

Viral marketing is becoming one of the most respected and successful forms of 

building traffic on the internet.  In other words, viral marketing is also known as 

ñword of mouthò.  It sounds both simple and difficult, doesnôt it?  We all know 

how word of mouth works:  I tell somebody something and they tell two other 

people who each tell two other people and before long, thousands of people are 

talking about this.  Believe it or not, but this works extremely well on the internet.  

If you currently write a successful blog or have a myspace account with a lot of 

friends or like to post things on YouTube, this is definitely an opportunity you do 

not want to pass up!  Even if you donôt do these things, there is no reason that you 

cannot succeed in viral marketing yourself (and this is NOT a ñyoung personôsò 

method, either). The cost of building traffic in this manner is virtually zero and the 

impact on business can be extremely high.  Some of the most successful internet 

marketers rely heavily on this technique to bring in not some, but ALL of their 

business.  For those that are interested in viral marketing techniques, you should 

really read over The Butterfly Effect Manuscript.   

 

Advanced Traffic Techique ï Co-Registration 
 

Shhh!  This one is a little bit less known, even more so than viral marketing, but 

VERY effective.  Let me explain how this works:  Sometimes when you sign up 

http://www.thewebreviewer.com/butterfly
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for a product or service on the internet (usually with a larger, well-known 

company), you reach a page that essentially asks you whether or not you would 

like more information on other products.  Letôs make up an example here: Letôs 

say you are on the Better Homes and Gardenôs website and you sign up as an 

online member.  After you give them your details, another page may appear asking 

you whether you would like information on a whole list of products (with 

checkboxes).  These related products or websites might include HomeDepot.com, 

GardensRUs.com, NewRoofs.com, ThePatioPeople.com, etc.  At this point, you 

may select any (or all) of the products that you would like more information.  It is 

all about being one of THESE companies that Co-Registration is all about!  Think 

about it:   

 

1) The visitor is going to be very TARGETED. 

2) The visitor is CHOOSING (ñopting-inò) to receive information from you. 

3) This can produce THOUSANDS of opt-inôs per day! 

 

This will provide you with a high quality lead, which you can market over an 

email campaign (We will discuss this next!).   For a lot of online marketers, 

getting a quality lead is worth more than gold!  Getting the lead is the first big 

step.  How to use this lead to produce sales is the next big step.   

 

The only instructional that I really know about that goes over how to develop and 

set-up a Co-Registration system and how to use it to your advantage is Pipeline 

Profits System by Brock Felt and Buck Rizvi.   This is an excellent and novel 

program that will teach you a lot about Co-registration, email marketing and 

online business.  Keep in mind, though, that co-registration is not cheap.

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Email Marketing 
 

If you have your own website, then you MUST have an opt-in program.  There are 

no excuses for lost sales if you do not have one.  A well-known statistic about 

buying on the web is that the average person will visit SEVEN sites before making 

a decision on buying a product.  What if your site is number 3? or 4? Your visitor 

will come and go and FORGET about you.  Some will argue that getting the 

LEAD is more important than any other aspect of making money online.   But 

there are rules to this, too.  An ñopt-inò refers to the fact that the visitor has 

GIVEN YOU their email address at their discretion.  Therefore, any email from 

YOU to them is not considered spam.  This is invited email.  (I stress the words 

from ñYOUò because some opt-in newsletters will actually sell your email address 

to spammers.  Whenever you provide an email on a website, be sure to read their 

privacy statement or note that they have specifically stated that your email will not 

be used for any other purpose beyond that of the website!)  Also included with the 

ñopt-inò letter is the ñopt-outò option.  This allows the visitor to cancel their 

subscription at any time.  This is required to satisfy the spam privacy act.  So, 

getting a visitors email is a good thing!   

 

But what do you do with it?  The first thing you DO NOT do is try to handle the 

emails yourself.  It is going to take up WAY too much of your time (I did this 

when I first started and it was a MESS!).  What you need to get is an 

Autoresponder.  There are two kinds you can get:   

 

1) One that is incorporated into your website 

2) One that is external to your website that you manage remotely 
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Option 1 is quite technical and frankly, not worth the effort (at least initially).  The 

second option I highly recommend.  I use a system called GetResponse.  There is 

another, very similar system called AWeber that essential does the same thing.  

For about $15/month, you get a web browser based account.  In this account you 

can create an unlimited number of campaigns.  The program will first give you the 

HTML code to embed in your site (it will be a form that you can easily 

customize).  When someone wants to add their email address onto your list, they 

will fill in your online form that will be sent to your AutoResponder 

(GetResponse, in my case).  From here, you can do a lot of things.  You can send 

broadcast emails to anyone (or everyone) on your list whenever you like.  But 

more useful are the auto-replies that you can set up.  You can write as many 

emails as you like and set how many days from initial sign-up you wish to send 

the email to the recipient.  Also, you can link a blog up to your email list, which 

will automatically send an email to everyone in the list whenever you update your 

blog.   

 

So once you set up the code, write a bunch of auto-response emails and link up 

your blog, you are essential done!  I receive literally hundreds of opt-inôs per week 

and it virtually manages itself.  This is an extremely effective way of promoting 

your products to a highly targeted audience that requires very little maintenance at 

all.  Having an autoresponse program like GetResponse or AWeber is 

ESSENTIAL to making money online.

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eBay Traffic 
 

There is a great way of getting traffic to your website and grabbing the lead that is 

highly overlooked:  eBay.  So here is the trick:  You are not selling things on eBay 

to make money, you are selling them to get the lead.  Do you wonder why some 

items seem to sell for LESS than what they are wholesale? The answer is that the 

seller is trying to make money on the backend.  This is extremely legitimate and a 

very fair thing to do.  For example, if I own an eStore about fishing and you are 

selling fishing lures on eBay for less than cost, it is OK because people who buy 

fishing lures usually buy other, more expensive fishing stuff as well.  As we spoke 

about in the email marketing section, getting leads are sometimes more valuable 

than sales.  eBay has built-in traffic plus you may find yourself actually MAKING 

MONEY on leads.  Sydney Johnson uses these methods effectively in her program 

the Auction Genius Wealth Plan.   

 

Domain Traffic 
 

This is not the easiest way of getting traffic, but those that know how to do it, do it 

very well.  Here is the situation:  What if you buy a domain name (or even a 

website) that already has traffic going to it?  If you buy the domain name, you 

have the right to redirect this traffic to wherever you like.  Do you understand 

what I am getting at?  If a certain domain costs $1000 and it receives just 20 

visitors per day that is equivalent to paying $0.13 per click over a year.  This 

would be a rather worst case scenario (for $1000, at least!).  Check out domains 

and websites for sale at SitePoint or if you are looking for some real bargains, 

check out the Domain Profiteerôs Domainerôs Edge (a very cool tool that provides 

tons of details on expiring domains and domains that are for sale).

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SEARCH ENGINE OPTIMIZATION 
 

What is Search Engine Optimization (SEO)? 
 

People argue a lot about whether or not SEO actually exists.  Let me dispel the 

myth and tell you that SEO is REAL and it DOES work.  We have been talking 

about traffic for a while now, but what about the search engine results that are 

NOT sponsored ads?  How do they get there?  Who chooses these sites to be 

there?  Do these ads cost anything?  

 

Getting your site on the ñorganicò search results is one of the Holy Grailôs of 

online marketing.  And yes, it is FREE traffic!  It is very TARGETED traffic!  

And, for the top positions, it is a LOT of traffic!  Lots of good, targeted traffic 

means one thing:  SALES!  So how do you get these positions?  That is the tough 

question and unfortunately, for each search engine, the answer is different.   

 

For now, letôs focus on Google.  How do they choose?  Answer:  Nobody really 

knows.  (Well, that is not true; a few guys locked in some dungeon of the Google 

basement probably know, but they wonôt let them see the light of day.)  But what 

we can do is observe and study the sites that do hold the top search positions.  

From studying these sites, we can make some assumptions as to what Google 

wants to see to make it relevant enough to take a top position for a particular 

keyword.  Following these assumptions and applying it to our own website is what 

we call Search Engine Optimization. 
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Page Rank and Links 
 

What is Page Rank?  

 

Google (and many of the other search engines) has a figure of merit to determine 

the importance of a website on the web.  This is called Page Rank.  It is a number 

between 0 and 10, ten being the best.  A Page Rank (PR) 10 is unbelievable and 

only assigned to a small handful of sites (like Yahoo, Google, MSN, etc.).  

Anything that is 6 or above is very respectable.  PR of 3 to 5 is achievable over 

time and below 3 is assigned to relatively new or unseen websites.  Each Page 

Rank increase is equivalent to an importance factor of 8.  Therefore, a PR5 is 

roughly equal to eight PR4s.  Therefore, a PR6 is equal to 64 PR4s!   

 

The page rank formula is a bit ugly and undecipherable: 

 

Page Rank Formula: PR(A) = (1-d) + d(PR(t1)/C(t1) + ... + PR(tn)/C(tn))  

 

But in laymanôs terms, what it tells us is that Page Rank is a function of the 

number of people linking to your website (as well as the number of websites you 

are linking to).  Getting links from high page ranked sites means more than lower 

page ranked sites.  And at the end of the day, it is believed that Page Rank IS a 

contributing factor to the free (or ñorganicò) position of your website on a search 

query.   

 

The moral of this story is to get as many websites with high page ranks to link to 

your website.  So first, you need to find out what a websiteôs page rank is.  The 

easiest way of finding this is to either install the Google Toolbar into Internet 

Explorer (click here) or install Firefox with the Toolbar already installed (click 

http://pack.google.com/intl/en/pack_installer.html?hl=en&gl=us
http://tools.google.com/firefox/toolbar
http://tools.google.com/firefox/toolbar
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here).  By the way, if you are not using Firefox already, YOU SHOULD!  It is 

much more secure than IE, very user friendly and offers many great tools to help 

you with online marketing.  After downloading this software, you will be able to 

see the Page Rank of every site you visit: 

 

Well, great!  But how do I find these high page ranked websites to get links from?  

Well, you can do it manually by looking up high positioned sites and looking at 

their page rank.  This can take some time and may lead you down some dead-end 

paths.  If you are planning on building links, I highly recommend you purchase 

SEO Elite.  At first glance, it does not seem like much:  it provides a bunch of 

information that is already available to you.  But if you follow the tutorials on how 

to use it, you will learn the power of this tool.  The speed that it finds the 

information and the comparisons it can make for you will save you hours, if not 

DAYS of work.  I was skeptical at firsténow I am a believer! 

 

Another really useful tool to help manage your links on your website that I highly 

recommend is Reciprocal Manager.  This program will help to encourage others to 

link with you as well as provides a very easy medium of negotiating a link 

exchange with other websites.   

 

On a down note, beware of link farms and buying links from untrustworthy 

sources.  Link farms are just giant websites that will link with virtually anyone and 

everything under the sun.  External websites linking to you is not a problem, but if 

you are linking to an irrelevant or banned website, your page rank will be 

punished for it.  Also, for every external link on your website, you are passing a 

little bit of your own Page Rank to it.  Make your external links count! As for 

buying links, I am not against this.   Be sure that your purchase is from a reputable

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website and (this goes to all link buying and trading!), make sure that the website 

you are getting the link from is actually putting up your linkéand keeping it 

there! 

Directories Submission 
 

Speaking of getting links, one of the most effective ways of building ONE-WAY 

links is to be listed on a directory website.  This is easier said than done.  Most 

directories can take a long of time to post your URL.  A lot of directories will 

never even list you.  The most important (and perhaps the most difficult) directory 

to be listed on is Dmoz.org.  This is Googleôs directory and it is a Page Rank of 9!  

This can take a very long time, if ever, but it should be the first directory to submit 

anything to as soon as you have a website up.  If finding and submitting your 

website to directories seems like an awful chore, sign up for DirectoryMaximizer.  

They will hand submit your URL for only $0.14 per site! Great, reliable service! 

 

Writing Articles 
 

Writing articles is a FANTASTIC way of building not only SEO, but attracting 

traffic to your website.  I am a huge advocate of writing articles.  And you do not 

need to be a journalist to write them, either.  If you want to write the articles 

yourself, just choose a topic that is relevant to your website, write about a 500 

word article about it (donôt worry, your English teacher will not be grading it!) and 

submit it to a few dozen free article websites.  Remember that the world wide web 

LOVES content!  Articles = content!  Plus, most article submission sites provide 

you with a ñsignatureò that you may use to promote your website.  That is a free 

one-way backlink, plus a reason for your reader to visit your website.

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And remember, the more article sites that you submit to, the more likelihood of 

being posted (which means more backlinks!).  If you do not want to be spending 

time submitting your articles (which can be very cumbersome!), try using Article 

Post Robot.  (Try emailing them for a free 7-day trial!éthey did it for me).  The 

other great and unique thing about Article Post Robot is that is has built in content 

spinning functions, which is essential in the current anti-duplicate state of the 

search engines these days. 

 

OTHER VENTURES (Some Good, Some Not so Good!) 
 

Adsense Earnings 
 

Using Google Adsense to generate some extra, supplemental income is a GREAT 

idea.  In the past, it has also been a very easy and successful way of generate 

salary-level earnings.  But what about now?  Well, it depends.  Adsense ventures 

used to be based on creating lots of different landing pages that were drenched in 

advertising.  To make the search engines find them, people would either cloak the 

website or add some simple content (like other peopleôs articles) onto the site.  

The purpose was to become a search engine middle man.   

 

And the concept of Adsense is simple: Google provides you with some code to 

place on your website that generates ads. Adsense is smart enough to determine 

which ads to place by the content on your website.  So, if someone comes to your 

website and clicks one of the ads, you will make money off of it!  (By the way, 

these ads come from Google Adword content searches).  So if someone bids on 

the (content search) keyword ñgolf clubsò for $0.50 and that ad appears on your 

golf website and someone clicks it, you will share (about 50%) of that click.  

Therefore, you make about $0.25.

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Another philosophy about making money with Google Adsense is to find 

keywords that have very high bids, create a website with content based on this 

keyword and then use a Pay-Per-Click campaign that sends traffic to the site at a 

much lower cost. 

 

All of these ideas sound great, but they are becoming a thing of the past.  Google 

is becoming wiser and more able to recognize these types of sites and either ignore 

or ban them from their organic searches (as well as their Pay-Per-Click searches).  

Competition for high priced keywords is becoming very tight, too.  There is still 

money to be made in this type of business, but as a long-term investment, I would 

not count on this to be that lucrative for the future. 

 

Blogs, on the other hand, ARE the future of Adsense.  Blogs are web logs that 

allow you to build your own online diary.  This can be about virtually anything 

you want and is one of the latest crazes of the online marketing world.  But what 

makes blogging so special?  Simple!  Blogging is inherently based on unique, 

updated, growing content.  Content is king and the search engines LOVE blogs!  If 

you can create a respectable blog that both search engines and people like, you can 

get a lot of traffic!  This can lead to a whole lot of Adsense clicks.  In fact, so 

much so that there are people that make 6-figure incomes just writing blogs a few 

times per day.  This is the future of Adsense, in my opinion. 

 

There are two ways of starting blogs: 

 Use a commercial, free blog like Blogger 

 Create your own blog website 
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Using a website like Blogger is a good thing.  It is owned by Google, which gives 

you a little bit of an added advantage in getting listed on their organic searches.  It 

is free and easy to use (and already has Adsense incorporated into it).  Still, there 

is a serious lack of control and potential to how much you can really make from 

this free service.   

 

For a more serious blogger, there is an excellent, free blog creating software 

package available from WordPress.  Does building your own blog website sound 

too complicated?  Not to worry, NetWebVideo offers some free tutorials on: 

 

 How to set up your own blog using WordPress 

 How to incorporate Adsense into your blog 

 How to write successful, money making blogs  

 

And donôt forget to add Adsense ads on your affiliate marketing or eCommerce 

websites, either.  When I first started, I thought that a few cents per click was not 

going to do anything for me, but it adds up and FAST!  Getting an extra $10 per 

day is fairly simple on a mature website.  To see what a 6-figure income blog 

looks like (and someone who I have a lot of respect for), visit The Intuitive Life 

Business Blog by Dave Taylor.

HYIPôs (High Yield Investment Program) 
 

These scare me quite a bit, but I have received plenty of email over my money 

making career about them.  An HYIP (or High Yield Investment Program) is a

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venture where you give a lump sum of money to a group or ñcompanyò which 

predicts a certain return  (usually something like a percent return per day).  These 

programs also usually allow you to exit the program at any point you wish.  But 

boy, can these ventures be risky!  First of all, you usually do not have any clue 

HOW this money is invested (and a lot of them are nothing more than Pyramid or 

ñPonziò schemes).  And the reality of it is that the ones that do make money 

usually do not come close to what they predict in earnings (maybe a 5%-20% 

return on investment if it works out).  Still, there is a market out there for these 

programs, but beware!  If you are interested in learning more about HYIPs, there 

is a fantastic forum called TalkGold, which is well respected on this topic.   

 

Success University 
 

Speaking of pyramid schemes, this program just annoys the heck out of me.  It 

sells itself as an MLM (Multi-Level Marketing) program, much like Amway or 

Avon, but what are they selling?  They are selling you the ñknowledgeò of online 

marketing to, you guessed it:  promote Success University yourself.   So basically, 

you pay your ñmentorò a start-up fee (which they keep a percentage of) and then 

you pay a monthly fee to the university.  Your job is then to go and find other 

people to join the university and you will be their mentor.  Your mentor will then 

make some money from your pupils, as well.  I personally have not interest in a 

program like this.   

 

Forex (Foreign Exchanges) 
 

I kind of find it funny that these Foreign Exchange programs appear so much on 

the internet.  It is a relatively small niche.  Yet, for some reason it is a hot topic 

among top money making ventures.  To invest in a true foreign exchange program

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would require quite a bit of money on your part: tens of thousands of dollars in 

most cases.  Then the question is:  If you are willing to be investing this much, 

should you really be trusting some $99 eBook to provide you financial advice?  I 

wouldnôt (but Iôm a skeptic!).  Also keep in mind that some are riding the wave of 

this Forex phenomenon.  For example:  Forex Enterprises.  This program really 

has very little to do with foreign exchanges and a whole lot to do with affiliate 

marketing.  Mind you, I think it is actually a good program, though it is not going 

to be teaching you how to make millions with foreign exchange investing. 

 

NOW WHAT? 
 

Well, the future from this point is up to YOU!  I am not going to say that 

everything about making money online is easy, and initially, it is not.  I am also 

not going to tell you that this will work for some people, but not others, because it 

is really not that hard either.  The fact that you have read this entire eBook tells me 

that you are interested and you are trying to educate yourself in the world of 

making money online.  That alone is a lot!  The main reason for failure in this 

profession is the lack of understanding of: 

 

 What they are actually doing 

 How to actually do it 

 

Whatever avenue you choose to take on this adventure, be prepared for an initial 

uphill battle.  This can be minimized, though.  Below is my list of lessons learned 

from my beginnings of making money online:

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Top 11 Lessons Learned 
 

1) Time is Money!  -  I keep saying this, but it is true!  I have spent days, even 

weeks, on tasks that either some $50 tool would have done in 10 minutes or 

something I could have hired out for $100. 

2) Donôt Re-Invent the Wheel! ï I know that as you read through eBooks at 

the beginning, your mind starts to race and you get a lot of ñGreat Ideasò.  

These ideas sometimes take you off the path of what you are being taught.  

You can start inventing things once you start actually making money. 

3) Donôt be Afraid! ï Of things like writing articles, ads, press releases, etc.  I 

never wrote a thing prior to making money online.  In fact, I never scored 

higher than a 400 on a verbal SAT test.   

4) Donôt be Afraid to Invest in Your Venture! -  This IS a business and every 

business requires an investment.  Luckily for you, this business only 

requires a relatively small investment.  (And remember, if you plan this 

business right, all of your expenses can be a tax write-off!  Consult your 

accountant for more details about this.) 

5) Donôt Spend too Much in Your Venture! ï At the beginning, you may get 

impatient and start grabbing at straws to get traffic to your website.  That 

includes high PPC bids and dodgy Paid Traffic websites.  

6) Patience, Persistence and Perseverance! ï The three Pôs!  Rome was not 

built in a day and neither is most money making websites.  Donôt give up, 

keep building links, and add content to your site.  As the old classic movie 

ñField of Dreamsò states:  If you build it, They will come. 

7) Focus on ONE Venture at a Time! ï This one is REALLY important.  Most 

online ventures fail because people donôt necessary finish what they 

started.  I understand, though:  As you start building one project, you think 
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up about a dozen ñbetterò ideas.  Focusing on completing one project at a 

time is critical!   

8) Continue to Educate Yourself! ï First, there is SO much general knowledge 

to know. Second, the world of the internet is ever changing!  Keeping up 

with the latest trends is almost as important as understanding the 

fundamentals. 

9) Treat this Venture as a Business! -  Initially, develop a business plan.  

Included in the plan are milestones and goals.  For example, set a milestone 

of making at least $20/day after two month.  How do you get there?  Plan 

out time to do product research, time to design or hire out a website, time to 

create and optimize PPCôs, time to write articles, etc.  If you do not plan 

out your time and goals, you may find yourself  not moving forward (and 

ultimately failing) 

10) Ask Questions, Contribute and Make Friends ï Taking part in forums is a 

great way not only to learn, but make friends.  Developing relations with 

other, successful marketers is not only uplifting, but also provides you with 

excellent one-on-one mentorship. 

11) Take a Break! -  If you are like me, I grew to LOVE online marketing.  So 

much so, that I became engulfed in it.  As soon as I got home from my 

normal 9-5 job, I would jump on the computer until about 11pm every 

night.  After about one month of doing this, I found myself chasing my tail, 

becoming frustrated, achieving very little quality work (and annoying the 

heck out of my wife!).  Checking to see if you have any sales every hour 

serves very little purpose.  I finally recognized this, committed myself to 

only 3 hours/night, 5 days per week and my productivity (and my mental 

health) improved ten-fold. 
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WHEN ALL ELSE FAILS! 
 

I failed about 3 times (and three months) before my first successful venture was 

formed.  I learned from each mistake, though, and applied these lessons-learned to 

my next venture.  I kept moving forward.  Perseverance.  Support from other, 

successful online marketers.  Making money online is all about understanding the 

system.  No program or eBook that you buy will tell you exactly how YOU are 

going to be successful.  You need to find that out for yourself.  The fundamentals 

that are taught in these programs and tools that are currently available ARE 

necessary to find a method that will work for YOU, however.   

 

As you can see from this eBook, I have read A LOT about this topic and I have 

tried a whole lot of tools to make me a more efficient and successful online 

marketer.  Heck, I even created my own program, NetWebVideo, based on this 

knowledge.  Yes, there are plenty of programs that are scams and a lot of tools that 

do virtually nothing.  My gift to you is to help save you time, money and heartache 

by telling you what DOES work and what WILL make you a more successful and 

educated money maker.
